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LGBT * seniors as clients of social services

LGBT seniors cannot certainly be considered as a homogeneous group in terms of common features, worldview or difficulties they face in their daily lives. What unites them, however, is that they have been exposed to specific experiences and barriers during their lifetime. At the same time, in the case of long-term residential care, they enter institutions where non-heterosexual expressions can act as a factor of social exclusion. The paper discusses the concept of LGBT-friendly care for the elderly. At the same time it presents  it not as an approach that is focused on the minority, but as a possible inspiring frame for the conceptualizing of care, which is senzitive to the needs of individuals (not only) in old age.
